COURSE DESCRIPTION: FTV 122D offers an overview of “the invisible art”: Film and Video Editing.

An editor’s job is to decide, 24 times a second, where the audience needs to be — do we stay in a shot or
transition to another, and if so, what shot and how do we get there? Working side-by-side with the director to
craft the movie that ultimately hits the screen — or your phone — editing is really about manipulating the
audience, in the best possible way, all in the service of storytelling and emotion.

In this class we will examine the historical role of editing, from the earliest silent film through the digital
revolution that has transformed moviemaking today.
